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 Thumper was twitterpated in the spring, but I doubt he'd be on Twitter this 
fall.  It's hard to follow his advice on social media: “If you can't say something 
nice, don't say anything at all.”  Election years amplify the negativity in all media.  
2020 has added the extra stress of isolation.  Now, everything seems to get politi-
cal: masks, the post office, even sports get wrapped in a political lens.  I long for 
the days when you had to talk to someone to know their opinions.  After all, we’re 
more likely to follow Thumper's advice in person. 
 

 I've always enjoyed competition, sometimes too much.  In college, I took a 
couple years’ break from playing capture the flag.  It's a great game, but I often 
lost my temper, arguing about who tagged whom.  Not my finest hour.  After the 
2016 election cycle, I once again took a break from a contact sport: political dis-
cussion.  One too many discussions that year turned into arguments.  Not a good 
look for a Christian.  The last four years, I have tried not to discuss politics online.  
It has helped my in-person discussions tremendously.  
 
 Something about social media brings out the worst in us; sarcasm, rude-
ness, anger and hatred are easy to type, send and share.  News media aren’t a 
great help; they stoke our anger while drawing us into a vortex of secondary is-
sues.  I'd rather lead people to Jesus than to a political party.  I'd rather influence 
how people live than influence how people vote.  I'd rather preach the good news 
of hope, forgiveness and redemption than contribute to bitter partisan arguments. 
 
 Something needs to change.  The stakes are high, the tension is mount-
ing, and half our country will be furious on November 4th.  Regardless of what 
happens before and after the election, the calling of believers will be the same.  
Speak the truth in love and share the good news of Jesus Christ.  Doing this in a 
charged year will take intentionality.  It will take patience.  It requires Jesus.  This 
September, we'll be exploring how Jesus equips us to love unconditionally, even 
if we disagree politically.  I hope you join us, Sunday nights, for “The Separation 
of Church and Hate.”

 We will have one greeter at the front door to welcome people to worship.  We will also have one person responsible for 

bulletins.  Bulletins will be placed on a table in the narthex and each worshipper will be able to pick up their own bulle-

tin without having to come in contact with anyone. 

  “Passing of the Peace” will not involve physical moving around the sanctuary that will violate safe social distancing. 

 We will not pass the offering plate during worship.  Instead, offering plates will be placed near both entrances to the 

sanctuary.   

 We will not have a choir at this time. 

 We will not observe Holy Communion until further notice. 

 We need to practice social distancing with seating.  Every other pew will be marked off and worshippers are encour-

aged to sit diagonally as opposed to directly in front of or behind fellow worshippers.   

 All hymnals, bibles, pens, and offering envelopes will be removed from the pews. 

 Activities for small children will not be provided.  Please bring from home if needed. 

 At the end of worship, congregation will be dismissed by rows from back to front.  Please refrain from any gathering 

or socializing in groups. 

 In-person Sunday school is on hold for now but note the virtual class on ZOOM.  

 Please observe social distancing in restrooms.  We recommend only one person use the restroom at a time. Remove 

a hand towel from the dispenser first, then wash your hands. The trash receptacle will be near the door so that you may 

use the hand towel to open the door.
