Last year we had the opportunity to meet two Missionaries. Below are some of the
recent updates from “Mike” serving in Asia. (The names and countries are not mentioned
for his safety. Also, some of the words have intentional alternate spellings.) | am thankful
we were able to hear Mike's story and partner with him in our mission giving this year. |
hope his letter below is encouraging to you as well.

“Thank you for partnering with us as we continue to seek the Father and believe for
breakthrough in South Asia! We have had a lot of shifts and changes over the last few
months, but recently we have been able to launch back out and settle in. Recently, we had
a chance to connect with d1sciples and local partners that we have been walking with
from afar. We have also gone out into our cities to share the Good News and taken time to
equip local leaders to start ch.rches that multiply. Read the stories below to hear more of
how the Father has been moving in South Asia and for ways to partner with us in pr.yer
over the next few weeks.

Over the course of the lockdown, a handful of b3lievers took the opportunity to
serve those around them by handing out food to those in need and sharing the G.spel as
they went. “Sam”, a d1sciple who faithfully sowed seeds during the lockdown, had a ch.rch
gathering a month ago at a tea shop with 8 non-b3lievers that he met during outreach. As
of last week, that group had multiplied to 27 people! We are encouraged by the way the
Father moved in such difficult times and by how the seeds planted during lockdown are
bearing fruit today. Please pr.y for this group as they meet to read the Blble and learn
more about J.sus. Pr.y that they would come to follow Him and they would be ones that
make dlsciples who make dlsciples

One of our team members is walking with a b.liever, “Arthur”, who is passionate
about seeing the Great C.mission fulfilled in his country. Recently, Arthur and other lead-
ers from his ch.rch went to visit a remote village to train local leaders and share the Good
News with those who haven’t heard. While they were there, they hosted a pr.yer meeting
and a family from a nearby village attended. During the meeting the family was able to
hear and encounter the power of the G.spel as one of their family members was set free
from demonic oppression. The next day, this family invited Arthur and his friends to come
to their village to host another meeting at their house. They invited others to come, and
they too heard the Good News! This family and another family in the village decided to put
their trust in J3sus and they started a ch.rch! The ch.rch from the village nearby is walking
with them and helping them grow as they mature as d1sciples of J3sus. Please pr.y that
these new b3lievers would be ones who grow in their love for J3sus and obedience to Him
and that they would have many opportunities to share their fa.th with others in their village.

We are encouraged by stories of people hearing the G.spel and placing their trust
in J3sus. Please pr.y for the unreached peoples of South Asia who have yet to hear and
respond. Pr.y that laborers would be sent to them and that, when they hear, they would
have open ears and soft hearts to receive this Good News.”
